A DEGREE-DAY is the difference between a particular day's mean (average of maximum and minimum) temperature and a
base temperature of 65 deg. F. One COOLING DEGREE-DAY (CDD) is counted for each degree higher than this base, and one
HEATING DEGREE-DAY (HDD) is counted for each degree lower. Normal weather values reflect the entire month.
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
